Homework Policy
Inkberrow Primary School
[bookmark: _GoBack]Homework is a part of school life. This is an opportunity for pupils to practice and refine the skills that they are taught at school. At Inkberrow Primary, we feel that homework should enhance the partnership between home and school. This is outlined in the Home School Agreement  
The purpose of Homework
· To support, consolidate and extend the learning experiences within the classroom
· To encourage the development of independent learning skills, including the habits of enquiry and investigation 
· To build a positive relationship by involving parents in their children’s learning 
· To promote the idea that learning extends beyond the classroom 
· To develop the skills of lifelong learning and self-discipline  
· To prepare the older children for life at Secondary School 
Homework at our School 
Whilst we support all the above key principles, Inkberrow is not a school at which homework dominates home life. We accept that not every activity will capture children’s and parents’ imaginations and that sometimes the weekends can be busy. We believe that homework should be manageable for all concerned and that if it becomes a chore or a burden, it ceases to be a constructive aspect of teaching and learning. 
Routines and expectations 
The amount of homework varies from class to class as the children progress through school. Specific information is given to parents at the start of each year/term. This states the types of homework and when this is to be handed in.

In KS1, Maths and English activities will be set on alternate weeks. In KS2, written Maths and English activities will be set on alternate weeks with online activities for the 2nd week. In both KS1 and KS2, there will be some variation when a topic project is due, and class teachers will inform children and parents of the deadlines for these activities.
Marking of Homework
Marking of homework follows the school Marking and Feedback Policy. This will be light-touch marking; meaning that homework will be acknowledged by the class teacher, but it will not be marked in depth. If there are concerns over the quality or quantity of work, then the class teacher will contact the parent. 
On occasions where children do not meet the deadline of handing in their homework, it will not be marked by the class teacher. This will resume the following week.
Recording of Homework 
In Key Stage 2, children will be expected to record their homework in their Homework Diaries.
SATs
As the children move closer to the End of Key Stage Assessments, the children will receive additional homework to practice the skills they need for these assessments. 
It is not our policy to hand out homework over the holidays and half-term breaks. The exception will be where the parent and teacher agree extra work would be beneficial. If you are taking holidays during term time, something we actively discourage, parents may not request work from the teacher. We suggest that parents organise a Travel Diary.
Concerns about Homework
If you find the homework inappropriate for your child; if they lack interest; if it becomes a battlefield or if you are concerned that homework is given inconsistently, please talk to your class teacher. If you still have concerns, then please make an appointment to discuss these with Mr. Duggan-Seville.
