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The internet is amazing. Children can play, learn, create and connect – opening up a whole world of exciting possibilities. But with the digital world changing all the time, how can you make sure your child’s staying safe? Up until the end of KS1 much of the access to the internet will by teacher demonstration. However, there may be situations when children have supervised access to specific on-line materials. KS2 internet access will be granted to individual pupils as part of a lesson after suitable education in responsible internet use.
Online safety / e-safety is a term which means not only the internet but other ways in which young people communicate using electronic media, e.g. mobile phones.  It means ensuring that children and young people are protected from harm and supported to achieve the maximum benefit from new and developing technologies without risk to themselves or others. Access to the internet is now seen as an integral part of the National Curriculum and many excellent educational resources.

You may have heard or read of instances when children have access to inappropriate material or contact with undesirable people. The aim of promoting e-safety is to protect young people from the adverse consequences of access or use of electronic media. At Inkberrow Primary School we will greatly reduce the risks of this happening. We use Worcestershire county councils broadband filtering service and futures cloud monitoring system. 

In many areas, technology is transforming the way that schools teach and that children learn. At home, technology is changing the way children live and the activities in which they choose to partake; these trends are set to continue. We believe that the benefits to pupils from access to the internet, in the form of information resources and opportunities for collaboration, far exceed any disadvantages.
