	This equates to 20/24 Pupils. One child can swim 10m and one other pupil had not received any further lessons since their school swimming time in Year 4. 
The two remaining pupils have an EHCP and a diagnosis of dyspraxia which has limited their progress. They also have had less lessons due to water confidence.
