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What is Read Write Inc?

Read Write Inc. Phonics is a whole-school 

approach to teaching literacy for 4 to 9-

year olds that creates fluent readers, 

confident speakers and willing writers. It 

integrates phonics with comprehension, 

writing, grammar, spelling and 

handwriting, using engaging partner work 

and drama. The online subscription 

provides planning and assessment 

support plus beautifully illustrated stories 

and poems.



What will this look like?

The vast majority of work will be in Reception – Year 2, although some children 

who will need extra support with Phonics at KS2 will be included. 

This is a 30 – 45 min session each morning and the children are grouped 

according to their phonic ability. It will not replace any English, SPAG or Reading 

for enjoyment 

It is most successful when it is taught consistently across the school. Everyone 

needs to work as a team to adopt the principles for teaching and learning. 



How is it structured?

RWI is a daily phonics session that lasts between 30 – 45 minutes 

This is planned at the same time across all classes as the groups are flexible 

We have decided this as schools need to nominate a phonics programme 

It is a mixture of reading and writing from a set of staged books 

Taught in 3 sets of sounds

All books and home reading are included in the scheme 

Additional writing is added in 

All work to be included in a purple RWI book

The Sounds 

These are taught in 3 sets:

See Flash Cards and word mats 

Each sound comes with a rhyme 

ALWAYS

Say the sound when looking at the 
sound 

Say the rhyme when looking with   
the rhyme 



The Colour Bands and Assessment 

Red Ditty

Assessment: 
The children are assessed every 6 weeks by one person who 
then groups the children according to level. This is just not 
about pure sounds, but how the children read, segment, blend 
and put words together in their head. 

Home Reading Books:
The children will still bring home their colour reading book from 
the library 



The Reading Books 
What are ‘green’ words? Every speed sound has a list of green words linked to it, so 
your child can ‘sound out’ and ‘sound blend’ words containing the new speed sound 
they have just learnt, for example d-a-d dad. 

What are ‘red’ words? They can be thought of as the tricky words because you can’t 
‘sound them out’ to read them. These words are common words that appear often in 
reading and need to be learnt by sight. We practise these words as part of our daily 
phonic session. 



Get Writing 

When teaching a book (text) in class, there are some follow up writing activities

These can either be 3 days / 5 days

Throughout the lesson, the children are asked to complete different exercises from the Get 
Writing Book. These are then put in their RWI workbook in class

Some examples:
• Hold a Sentence 
• Corrections 
• Longer writing sessions 
• Editing  



Handwriting 
Writing Letters Here is a list of the letter sounds and their rhymes to support letter formation: 
a Round the apple down the leaf (apple) 
b Down the laces to the heel, round the toe (Boot) 
c Curl around the caterpillar (caterpillar) 
d Round his bottom up his tall neck and down to his feet (dinosaur) 
e Lift off the top and scoop out the egg (egg) 
f Down the stem, and draw the leaves (flower) 
g Round her face down her hair and give her a curl (girl) 
h Down the head to the hooves and over his back (horse)
i Down his body, and dot for his head (insect)
j Down his body curl and dot (jack-in-the box) 
k Down the kangaroo’s body, tail and leg (kangaroo) 
l Down the long leg (leg) 
m Down Maisie, over the mountain over the mountain (Maisie and mountains) 
n Down Nobby, over his net (football net) 
o All around the orange (orange) 
p Down his plait and around his head (pirate) 
q Round her head, up past her earrings and down her hair (queen) 
r Down his back, then curl over his arm (robot) 
s Slither down the snake (snake)
t Down the tower across the tower (castle tower) 
u Down and under, up to the top and draw the puddle (umbrella) 
v Down a wing, up a wing (vulture) 
w Down up down up (worm)
x Down the arm and leg and repeat the other side (Exercise) 
y Down a horn up a horn and under his head (yak)
z Zig-zag-zig (zip)
